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Animal Science Housing Project

Your assignment is to create the facility of your choice that involve the housing of animals.  The project is yours to design, you may choose to design a milking parlor, pet store, horse stable, veterinary clinic, kennel or any other facility used for pet/livestock care. · Where is your facility located: (city, town, rural area)

· Parking/accessibility for workers and/or customers

· Animal flow/people flow through the building

· All animals needs must be met: food, water, waste removal, space needs, other supplies)

· All human needs met (a person will be there at least 8 hours in a row!)

A written description identifying how your animal and human needs are being covered is due the day of the final.
After creating the projects, we will be sharing them with the class: this will be counted as part of the project grade.  You will be presenting on the day of the Final.
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
