Pet First Aid Kits Project

Your job will be to make your own pet first aid kit that. You do not actually have to make a kit with actual items. Instead, you may choose to make a “hypothetical” kit in which you represent these items with printouts or drawn pictures of each of these items. These printouts/drawn items should be labeled and look like the actual objects. However, you may also choose to make an actual kit.  Because a pet first aid kit is an essential part of owning any pet, you should try to create an actual kit that you could keep at home. However, if obtaining these items is too expensive or difficult in the time allowed, paper pictures or cutouts of these items will be acceptable as well.
